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Zajednicka izjava Inicijative 2020 autoriteta za pristup
javnim dokumentima

Clanice Inicijative 2020 — Bosna i Hercegovina, Hrvatska, Kosovo, Crna Gora, Severna
Makedonija i Slovenija — okupile su se na svom 6. godisnjem sastanku, odrZzanom u
Prizrenu, Kosovo, od 13. do 15. oktobra 2025. godine, kako bi razmijenile iskustva i
razgovarale o aktuelnim deSavanjima i izazovima u oblasti prava na pristup
informacijama.

Sastanak se fokusirao na funkcionisanje administrativnih postupaka i sporova, osvréudi
se na rastucu zabrinutost zbog cutanja administracije i potrebu za jafanjem
proaktivnih mehanizama transparentnosti, pracenja i sprovodenja. Autoriteti su
prepoznali vaznost obezbjedivanja adekvatnih finansijskih i ljudskih resursa kako bi u
potpunosti ispunili svoje odgovornosti i efikasno podrZale rastuci obim svojih
nadleznosti.

Inicijativa 2020 izrazava zabrinutost zbog nedavnih deSavanja koja uti€u na
funkcionisanje autoriteta, naroCito zbog potencijalnog smjenjivanja rukovodstva bez
zakonskog osnova i/ili uspostavljanja nefunkcionalne strukture autoriteta, Sto bi moglo
ozbiljno da ugrozi nezavisnost institucija.

Diskusije su se dodatno osvrnule na uskladivanje nacionalnih okvira sa evropskim i
medunarodnim standardima, ukljuCujuci principe Konvencije Savijeta Evrope o
pristupu sluzbenim dokumentima (Tromso konvencija), kao i na uticaj digitalne
transformacije i novih tehnologija. Autoriteti su istakli da, iako tehnoloski razvoj stvara
nove mogucnosti za otvorenost i efikasnost, on mora podjednako da postuje i osnovno
pravo na pristup informacijama.

Ovogodisnjem sastanku pridruZio se i Povjerenik za pravo na informacije i zastitu li¢nih
podataka Albanije, u svojstvu predsjednika Medunarodne konferencije povjerenika za
informacije (ICIC), koji je pozvao na regionalnu saradnju i zajedni¢ku inicijativu u
unapredenju transparentnosti i jatanju kulture odgovornosti Sirom regiona.

Autoriteti su ponovo potvrdili svoju zajedni¢ku posvecenost transparentnosti,
odgovornosti i nezavisnosti donoSenja odluka kao kljutnim elementima za
obezbjedivanje prava na informacije. Dogovorili su se da nastave saradnju i stru¢nu
razmjenu u okviru Inicijative 2020 kako bi se dalje ojaCala implementacija pristupa
informacijama Sirom regiona.

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Joint statement of the Initiative 2020 access to public
documents authorities

The members of the Initiative 2020 — Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, Kosovo, Montenegro,
North Macedonia, and Slovenia — gathered for their 6th Annual Meeting, held in Prizren,
Kosovo, from 13 to 15 October 2025, to exchange experiences and discuss current
developments and challenges in the field of the right of access to information.

The meeting focused on the functioning of administrative procedures and disputes, addressing
the growing concern of administrative silence and the need to strengthen proactive
transparency, monitoring, and enforcement mechanisms. The authorities acknowledged the
importance of ensuring that adequate financial and human recourses are available to fully
meet their responsibilities and to effectively support the expanding scope of their mandates.

Initiative 2020 expresses concern over recent developments impacting the functioning of the
authorities, in particular the potential dismissal of the authorities governing body without legal
grounds and/or the establishment of non-functional structure of authorities, which could
seriously undermine the independence of the institutions.

Discussions additionally reflected on the alignment of national frameworks with European and
international standards, including the principles of the Council of Europe Convention on
Access to Official Documents (Tromsg Convention), as well as on the impact of digital
transformation and emerging technologies. The authorities highlighted that while technological
development creates new opportunities for openness and efficiency, it must equally respect
the fundamental right of access to information.

This year's meeting was joined by the Commissioner for the Right to Information and
Protection of Personal Data of Albania, in the capacity of the President of the International
Conference of Information Commissioners (ICIC), who called for regional cooperation and
joint initiatives in promoting transparency and strengthening the culture of accountability
across the region.

The authorities reaffirmed their shared commitment to transparency, accountability, and the
independence of decision-making as key elements for ensuring the right to information. They
agreed to continue cooperation and professional exchange within the framework of the
Initiative 2020 to further strengthen the implementation of access to information across the
region.

The members of the Initiative 2020 invite the authorities to ensure their institutional, functional,
financial and any other independence of the regulatory authorities in accordance with
European standards in this field.

The next annual meeting of the Initiative 2020 will be hosted by the Slovenian authority in
2026.
